The Life of An Atom
Your Assignment:

· Choose either a carbon or nitrogen atom.  Describe the life cycle of your atom using a cartoon strip.

Criteria for Your Cartoon:

· Use the paper provided to draw your cartoon.  If can cut and paste or insert images if you prefer graphic art rather than drawing by hand.
· A cartoon strip tells a story using pictures. Often, speech bubbles are often included.  

· You can divide the sheet into squares or rectangles. Number your squares to show the order of the pictures.  You need a minimum of 8 frames.
· If you choose the carbon atom, your cartoon must show any 4 of the following processes:

· Photosynthesis, cellular respiration (plant or animal), decomposition, volcanic activity, combustion, ocean mixing, formation of fossil fuel deposits

· If you choose the nitrogen atom, your cartoon must show any 4 of the following processes:

· Nitrogen fixation, nitrification, uptake of nitrogen by plants or animals, decomposition, volcanic eruption, formation of sedimentary rocks, weathering of rocks, leaching, eutrophication, nitrogen dissolving in rain water.

· Use bold, vivid colours and be as creative as you can be.
