Science 9: History of Electricity Brochure

Find and investigate a historical or current researcher of electricity. Try to take a look at a few and find one that interests you, or did something you find to be important. Some examples of scientists who made large contributions to the world of electricity are: Benjamin Franklin, Robert Van de Graff, Thomas Edison, Nikola Tesla, Michael Faraday, Charles Coulomb, André-Marie Ampère, Georg Ohm, Robert Millikan, J.J. Thomson, and James Maxwell. 


You will write a short article on their life, contributions to science, and how their discoveries have helped us today.


You can write the article as a tourism brochure on the scientist, a news article on their discoveries, or an obituary article explaining the scientist's achievements before they died.

The article MUST include:

· The researcher's name, approximate date of birth/death and where they lived.

· The researcher's discovery. What did they find out?

· One example of one of their experiments they performed (that had to do with electricity) and include a short explanation of how it worked.

· How their discovery is used or has helped us understand electricity today.

· A bibliography with at least 1 or 2 sources that are books or from the library research database.


Remember, any plagiarism found in your articles will result in an immediate zero. Save your notes and rough work to prove that your article is your own original work.
